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Students Guidelines to access IMail, Webex, SIS, Moodle, 

Wifi, Library& Prepare for Online Exams 

 
 

To respond to the COVID-19 pandemic, the University of Balamand has implemented 

virtual class delivery and online assessment starting Spring 2020. 

The main requirements for students to participate in virtual class delivery and take 

their exams online are the following: 

1. Have an operational Balamand email account (IMail) 

2. Have a valid Moodle access (through the Balamand IMail account) 

3. Have a valid Webex access (through the Balamand IMail account) 

4. Have TeamViewer installed on your PC/Laptop 

5. Install / configure OBS software (required for Online exams) on your 

PC/Laptop 

 

Guideline 
 

I. TeamViewer Installation: 

 

Teamviewer software allows the IT Team to access your laptop, upon your 

approval, to help you install and configure OBS software or solve any 

problems if needed.  

 

1. Go to www.google.com and in the search write download Teamviewer. 

2. Download the Teamviewer either Windows version or Mac version 

according to your laptop OS. 

3. Install Teamviewer and make sure that during the process to select the 

Basic/ Personal Installation. 

 

II. Email and Moodle Access: 

 

1. Go to the “Balamand” Website www.balamand.edu.lb 

2. Click on “Current Students”. 

3. In resources click on “Imail”. 

4. Access using your Balamand Email. 

5. Change the password. 

6. You will use this password for WIFI and Lab/Library computer access.  

7. Then access the “Moodle” via https://moodle.balamand.edu.lb/moodle

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8. Click on “Imail” connect via your Balamand Email with the same

III. Student Webex Login Procedure: 

 

1. The Student can join the Webex session either by clicking on the link 

sent by his/her instructor to his/her email or by, 

2. Going to https://balamanduni.webex.com or www.webex.com then 

filling the meeting number in the section “Join a Meeting”. Kindly note 

that the meeting number should be sent by the instructor.

1. Operating System - Compatible with Windows, Mac (OS 10.13 & 

above), and Linux 

2. Memory on Windows: 2 GB RAM minimum, on Mac: 1 GB RAM

a. Visit www.twitch.tv 

b. Click Sign Up on the upper right corner 

c. As Username, use your UOB ID (ex: A1320000) 

Fill Password, Confirm Password, Date of Birth, and Email. 

d. Click Sign Up 

e. Enter the verification code you received through e-mail. 

f. Close the browser

a. Go to https://obsproject.com/download 

b. Click Download Installer 

c. Install OBS Studio (Next, I Agree, Next, Install, Finish) 

 

3. OBS Configuration 
Open OBS Studio 

a. Auto-Configuration Wizard 

 Click Yes 

b. Usage Information 

 Click Next 

c. Video Settings 

 Click Next 

d. Stream Information 

 Click Connect Account 

 A new window will open, log in with your username and 

password you already created 

 Verify your identity through the code received to your e-

mail 

 Click Authorize 

 Click Next 

 Click Apply Settings 

 

4. OBS Streaming 

a. Close Stream Chat Tab > OK 

b. Close Stream Information Tab > OK 

c. On the Bottom Left, In the sourced tab, Click Add (+ Button) 

 Display Capture > OK > OK 

 Video Capture Device > Ok > Ok > Reduce the size of the 

video capture to half and move it to the bottom right corner. 

d. Start Streaming. 

 

5. OBS ISSUES & FIXES 

a. Display Capture (Black Screen) 

To force OBS to use the Integrated Graphics, follow these fixes:

o Under Graphics Settings, 

Click Browse > Select obs64 (It should be located in 

C:\Program Files\obs-studio\ bin\64bit) > Add 

o Click OBS Studio > Options > Power Saving > Save 

o Restart OBS 

 

 Fix 2 (NVIDIA Graphics Available): 

o Go to Desktop 

o Right click on any empty space on your Desktop > 

NVIDIA Control Panel > Manage 3D Settings > 

Program Settings Tab 

o Under Program Settings, 

Select a program to customize > Select OBS Studio (If 

OBS Studio does not appear, click Add Button and add 

OBS) 

Select the preferred graphics processor for this program 

> Integrated graphics 

o Click Apply and Close 

o Restart OBS 

 

 Fix 3 (AMD Graphics Available): 

o Go to Desktop 

o Right click on any empty space on your Desktop > 

AMD Radeon Settings > Preferences > Radeon 

Additional Settings 

o Under Power, Click Switchable Graphics Application 

Settings, Select OBS Studio (If OBS Studio does not 

appear, click Add Application >) 

Select a program to customize > Select OBS Studio 

(If OBS Studio does not appear, click Add Button and 

Select obs64; it should be located in C:\Program 

Files\obs-studio\ bin\64bit) 

o Click the dropdown menu and select power saving 

o Click Apply and Close 

o Restart OBS 

 

6. Video Capture (not working) 

Turn on the Camera 
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7. Runtime Components Missing 

Download them, then install OBS 

8. Failed to start streaming 

Settings > Output > Streaming > Encoder > Software (x264) 

9. Failed to load channel 

For previously connected account, just click OK. 

For new accounts, wait till the server problem is resolved then go to 

settings > stream > connect account 

 
10.  Screen Sample 

 
 

a. The screen should look as the above picture 

b. Video Capture Device: 

Reduce the size and move it to the upper left corner  

c. Display Capture: 

Resize and move it to fit in the black window 
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d. If your screen looks like this, click the Upper Left Corner of the 

red frame and drag it Bottom Right, then drag the whole frame 

Upper Left. Keep on doing it so the display capture fits the 

black window below it.
